FULL COURT PRESS

e The top-seeded University of Tennessee at Martin women’s basketball team
will look to win its fifth Ohio Valley Conference Basketball Championship crown
on Saturday, March 6 when squaring off against league rival and second-seeded
Belmont in the tournament finals. Tipoff from the Ford Center is scheduled for 2
p.m. and will be broadcast on ESPN+.

* The Skyhawks (20-4) are playing in their fourth consecutive title game and ninth
in the past 11 seasons on Saturday afternoon. UT Martin has won four tournament
titles in program history - stringing together four consecutive championships
in 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014. UT Martin has posted a 21-7 mark in tournament
action under the direction of head coach Kevin McMillan since the 2010-11 season
while boasting a 4-4 record in championship contests.

e UT Martin has won 10 OVC championships under the direction of McMillan - the
2021 OVC Coach of the Year - including six regular season titles (2011-12, 2013-
14, 2014-15, 2015-16, 2019-20, 2020-21) and four OVC tournament crowns (2011,
2012, 2013, 2014). His 10 titles lead all active OVC basketball coaches - men or
women - by five. Belmont's Bart Brooks ranks second in the league with five.

e This contest pits two of the league’s most dominant teams over the past decade.
Between UT Martin and Belmont, the two programs have combined to win outright
or share 10 regular season titles since 2011-12 while winning eight of the last
tournament championships.

e These two programs finished first and second not only in the standings but in
several statistical categories this season. UT Martin led the OVC in scoring defense
(56.7 ppg), field goal percentage (46.7), field goal percentage defense (35.6), three-
point field goal percentage (38.3) and assists (16.9). Meanwhile, Belmont ranked
first in scoring offense (72.2 ppg), scoring margin (+15.2), steals (11.1), turnovers
margin (+4.9), assist/turnover ratio (1.2) and three-pointer field goals made.

e Saturday’s game marks the 39th meeting in the all-time series with Belmont
holding a 24-14 advantage. The Skyhawks won the lone regular season meeting in
Martin back on Jan. 26 by a final score of 66-63. The two squads have previously
met five times in the OVC tournament while this marks the fourth title game
matchup joining championship games in 2014, 2018 and 2019.

CHELSEY PERRY NAMED PLAYER OF THE YEAR

e UT Martin has posted its third back-to-back
OVC regular season championship in 2020-21.
The Skyhawks went back-to-back-to-back in
2014, 2015 and 2016 while also winning back-
to-back titles in 2020 and 2021. Overall, the
Skyhawks are the 22nd OVC program to win
back-to-back titles in league history.

HANG ANOTHER BANNER

e With a 17-2 campaign, the Skyhawks notched
their seventh OVC regular season championship
in program history and back-to-back league
title. Overall, UT Martin has won league
championships in 1998-99, 2011-12, 2013-14,
2014-15, 2015-16, 2019-20 and 2020-21.

e UT Martin is 21-7 under head coach Kevin
McMillan in OVC Basketball Championship
play. The Skyhawks won four consecutive OVC
Basketball Championship titles from 2011-14
before falling in varying rounds the past six
seasons.

UT MARTIN IN THE FORD CENTER

e As UT Martin enters the 2021 OVC Basketball
Championship, the Skyhawks are no stranger
to playing in the confines of the Ford Center
in Evansville. The Skyhawks are 11-8 all-time
in games played in the city of Evansville while
posting a 10-3 mark inside the Ford Center.

TOP FOUR SEED IN MARCH

e UT Martin notched its 12th consecutive season
under the direction of head coach Kevin McMilan
to garner at least a top-four seed in the OVC
Basketball Championship. The Skyhawks have
been the No. 1 seed six times, No. 2 seed twice,
No. 3 seed once and No. 4 seed three times.

SINGLE-SEASON OVC WINS

e UT Martin finished the 2020-21 regular season
with 17 (17-2) conference wins to set a new
program record for a single season. The mark
eclisped the previous high of 16 set in both
2014-15 (16-0) and 2019-20 (16-2).

e For the fourth time in his 12 seasons, UT Martin
head coach Kevin McMillan was named OVC
Coach of the Year by his peers and the league’s
sports information directors after leading his
program to his sixth league title. With his fourth
award, he tied legendary Tennessee Tech head
coach Bill Worrell for the second-most in league
history and ranks as the league’s active wins
leader with 237 career victories.

McMILLAN WINS 10TH CAREER CHAMPIONSHIP
e UT Martin has won its 10th OVC championship
underthe direction of head coach Kevin McMillan
with the squad’s 2020-21 regular season title
since assuming the position prior to the 2009-
10 season. McMillan's Skyhawks have won six
regular season titles (2011-12, 2013-14, 2014-
15, 2015-16, 2019-20, 2020-21) and four OVC
tournament crowns (2011, 2012, 2013, 2014).
His 10 titles lead all active OVC coaches - men
or women - by five with Murray State’s men’s
basketball coach Matt McMahon and Belmont’s
women’s basketball coach Bart Brooks ranking
tied for second with five each.

YOUNG’S RECORD DAY AT THE CHARITY STRIPE
e Sophomore Dasia Young enjoyed a record-
setting day in the opening contest of the
2021 OVC Basketball Championship against
Eastern lIllinois. Young made 16-0f-18 free
throw attempts in the contest to break the
OVC Tournament single-game free throw
record of 14 previously held by Tessa Field [vs.
Tennessee State in 1998) and Emanye Roberts
(vs. Morehead State in 2019).

* Young's 16 free throws also tied the program’s
single-game record joining Jasmine Newsome
(at Tennessee State in 2012 and vs Quinnipiac in
2013) and Tessa Field (vs. Evansville in 1998).

SKYHAWK RANKED NINTH IN MID-MAJOR TOP 25
e UT Martin ranks ninth in the Collegelnsider.
com Mid-Major Top 25. The Skyhawks entered
the season with its highest preseason ranking at
10th and have sat in ninth for the last few weeks.
This is UTM’s highest in-season ranking.

e Senior forward Chelsey Perry was named OVC
Player of the Year for the second straight season
after ranking amongst the nation’s top offensive
threats. Perry became just the ninth player in
OVC history to repeat as Player of the Year and
the first since UT Martin's Jasmine Newsome
in 2011-13. Perry finished the regular season
averaging 23.8 ppg and 7.4 rpg while tallying 27
blocks and 18 steals. She also shot 51.6 percent
from the field and 81.9 percent from the free
throw line. Her scoring output led the league and
ranked 10th nationally despite missing parts of
nine games due to injury.

DASIA YOUNG TABBED ALL-0OVC FIRST TEAM

e Sophomore forward Dasia Young enjoyed a
breakout season in 2020-21 - becoming only the
13th player in school history to chalk up All-OVC
first team accolades. She was named OVC Player
of the Week twice (Feb. 9, March 1) and ended
the season with nine consecutive double-figure
scoring outings down the stretch. Young went
off for a trio of 20-plus point performances this
season, including a career-best 30 points (on
12-0f-13 shooting) in the season finale against
Eastern Illinois on Feb. 27. She hauled in double-
doubles against Jacksonville State (11 points,
career-high 13 rebounds) and Morehead State
(18 points, 12 rebounds).

CHELSEY PERRY TABBED ALL-OVC FIRST TEAM
e Senior forward Chelsey Perry earned her third
All-0OVC honor of her career and second first team
selection. Perry was limited to 15 regular season
games because of an injury but still managed to
score in double figures 13 times while eclipsing
20 points or more in 11 contests. She also tossed
in over 30 points in three contests, scoring 32
points against both Tennessee State and Austin
Peay while posting a season-high 36 points
against Murray State. Her damage also came on
the boards where she tallied six double-doubles.
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WALDROP JOINS 1,000 POINT CLUB
e With 6:54 to play in the third quarter against
SIUE, senior forward Maddie Waldrop scored
her 1,000th career point becoming just the 17th
player in program history to join the decorated
list. With 1,045 career points, Waldrop joins
Heather Butler, Jasmine Newsome, Chelsey
Perry, Mary Kate Long, Zabrina Harris, Tara
Tansil-Gentry, Pat Head Summitt, Andreika
Jackson, Gwen Long, Emanye Robertson, Amy
Watson, Phyllisha Mitchell, Angela Reaves,
Ashia Jones, Gina Warren and Crystal Fuller on
the program’s all-time list.

YOUNG NAMED OVC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

e For the second time this season, Dasia Young
has been named OVC Player of the Week after
a pair of strong performances against SIUE and
Eastern Illinois last weekend. Young averaged
22.5 points and 4.0 rebounds per game while
shooting 73.9 percent from the field.

¢ Young began the week with 15 points and four
rebounds in a road win at SIUE while shooting
50 percent from the floor and 83.3 percent from
the free throw stripe. Then against Eastern
IWlinois she kept the Skyhawks in the contest
and keyed a comeback victory with a career-
high performance, tallying 30 points and four
rebounds. In that game she made 12-of-13 field
goal attempts while drawing nine fouls for her
first 30-point outing.

e |n total, UT Martin claimed seven of the 13
possible OVC Player of the Week honors this
season with teammate Chelsey Perry earning
five by herself.

SKYHAWKS CREEPING UP ON 20 WINS

e Despite a shortened season, UT Martin posted
its 11th 20-win season in program history and
eighth under Kevin McMillan since 2010-11.
This also marks the third straight 20-win season
for the Skyhawks.

from senior Chelsey Perry.

e UT Martin senior forward Chelsey Perry
continues to build upon her school career shot
block record which currently sits at 222 entering
the contest. Perry became the program’s all-
time leader on Saturday, Jan. 16 against Murray
State when officially surpassing Mary Kate
Long’s previous mark of 203 set in 1989. She
also ranks fifth in OVC history and is currently
chasing Austin Peay’s Gerlonda Hardin (223) for
fourth place on the all-time leaderboard.

ROAD WARRIORS

e UT Martin won seven straight games on the
road to finish the season dating back to Jan. 7
against Tennessee State through Feb. 27 against
Eastern Illinois. The team’s road winning streak
is the longest since the 2014-15 season when
the Skyhawks strung together eight straight
games from Jan. 3 - Feb. 25, 2015.

SKYHAWKS LEAD THE WAY

e UT Martin finished the regular season
leading the OVC in several statistical categories
during league play including scoring defense
(56.7), field goal percentage (46.7), field goal
percentage defense (35.6), three-point field goal
percentage (38.3) and assists (16.9].

DEFENSE IS KEY

e A big reason for the Skyhawks success this
season has been the team’s effort on the
defensive end. During conference play, the
Skyhawks have held opponents to an average
of 34.9 percent from the floor while limiting 14
teams to 40.0 percent or lower. Additionally, the
Skyhawks forced 16.7 turnovers, 7.8 steals and
4.2 blocks per game during league play.

THAT 70’s SHOW

e 70 has proven to be the magic number for the
Skyhawks in recent history. Under the direction
of head coach Kevin McMillan, UT Martin is 182-
34 when eclipsing the 70-point plateau. When
the Skyhawks have scored 80 points or more,
they are 115-7 during the same span.

e The UT Martin coaching staff boasts a ton of
experience and accolades dating back to their
respective playing careers. Assistant coach
Jasmine Newsome (2012 & 2013) and graduate
assistant Darby Maggard (2019) combined for
three OVC Player of the Year awards.

e Newsome's connection to UT Martin began as
a player from 2010-14 before joining McMillan’s
coaching staff in 2015-16. Newsome was a four-
time All-OVC first team selection, two-time
OVC Player of the Year and three-time OVC
Defensive Player of the Year. Starting in all 131
games of her career, she became the school’s
first Associated Press All-American in 2013,
helping lead UT Martin to its first four NCAA
Tournament appearances. She ranks second in
OVC history with 2,566 points while setting the
Skyhawk school record with 681 career assists.
e Maggard played the role of spoiler in her
college career at Belmont, defeating the
Skyhawks twice to clinch NCAA Tournament
berths in four straight seasons. The 2019 OVC
Player of the Year was also a four-time All-OVC
first team honoree and 2019 State Farm College
3-Point Championship winner. She scored 2,031
career points while becoming the only player in
NCAA history to dish out over 650 assists and
make over 400 three-pointers.

e UT Martin star Chelsey Perry has been
tabbed one of 25 student-athletes named to
the preseason watch list for the 2021 Becky
Hammon Mid-Major Player of the Year Award
presented by Her Hoop Stats.

e Perry was one of five finalists for the award
last season after ranking in the top one percent
in Division | usage and block rate while being in
the top 10 percent in scoring efficiency.

e The Becky Hammon Award was first awarded
in 2020 and goes to the top college basketball
players from one of the 26 conferences deemed
to be “mid-major”.

FANS PACK THE ELAM CENTER

e The senior duo of Chelsey Perry and Maddie
Waldrop were recognized by the OVC as
Preseason All-OVC honorees as voted on by the
league’s head coaches and sports information
directors.

e Perry continues to add to her stellar collegiate
résumé with her third consecutive Preseason
All-OVC honor. The 2020 OVC Player of the
Year played and started in all 32 games for the
Skyhawks last season where she averaged 23.1
points, 7.0 rebounds, 2.7 blocks, 2.0 assists and
1.6 steals per game. She ranked first nationally in
field goals made (286), second in total points (740)
and third in both points per game (23.1) and field
goal attempts (386) while ranking 11th in blocks
(86) and 17th in blocks per game (2.69). Her 740
points ranked first amongst all collegiate scorers
in the state of Tennessee, earning her TSWA
Women'’s Basketball Player of the Year honors.

e A two-time Preseason All-OVC honoree,
Waldrop claimed All-OVC first team honors last
season after averaging 12.7 points, 7.8 rebounds,
2.7 assists and 1.1 steals per game. She ranked
amongst OVC leaders in defensive rebounds
(5.9, fourth), field goal percentage (48.6, fifth),
rebounding (7.8 rpg, seventh) and scoring (12.7
ppg, eighth). Waldrop scored in double figures 19
times while eclipsing 20 points or more on four
occasions.

PERRY SETS RECORD FOR OVC WEEKLY HONORS
e Chelsey Perry was named OVC Player of the
Week an OVC-record eight times last season.

The eighth head coach in UT Martin women'’s basketball history, Kevin McMillan enters his 12th year at the helm of the
Skyhawk program as the school's all-time wins leader with 236 career victories.

Overall, the Skyhawks have won 10 Ohio Valley Conference titles during his 12 seasons at UT Martin - including six regular
season titles and four tournament crowns. The Skyhawks reached the postseason in six consecutive seasons and eight
seasons overall while reaching the NCAA Tournament in 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014 while earning a bid to the Women's NIT
in 2015, 2016, 2018 and 2020 canceled). Additionally, the program has recorded seven 20-win seasons in the past 10 years
with the Skyhawks posting a 236-140 record under McMillan, including a 160-45 mark in conference play. His 236 victories
rank as the third-highest win total in OVC history, as he accounts for four OVC Coach of the Year awards.

Off the court, McMillan’s teams have exceeded the average NCAA Academic Progress Rate in each of his 11 seasons. He
has produced two OVC Scholar-Athletes (the highest individual honor in the league) and has graduated 100 percent of his
student-athletes who have completed their eligibility in his Skyhawk tenure.

The Skyhawks posted their sixth league title in program history in 2019-20 after posting a 22-10 overall record while
going 16-2 in league action. UT Martin would receive a berth into the Women'’s NIT after falling in the OVC Basketball
Championship finals but the postseason event would be canceled because of COVID-19. In a season in which injuries
plagued the roster, the Skyhawks continually rose to the occasions with its 10th 20-win season in program history while
featuring a pair of All-OVC first-team performers in Chelsey Perry and Maddie Waldrop.

Perry dominated postseason honors by being named WBCA Coaches” All-American honorable mention, a finalist for the
Becky Hammon Mid-Major Player of the Year and OVC Player of the Year selection after ranking first nationally in field goal
made (286), second in total points (740) and third in both points per game (23.1) and field goal attempts (386). Meanwhile,
Waldrop earned her first AlLl-OVC honor after ranking amongst OVC leaders in defensive rebounds (5.9, fourth), field goal
percentage (48.6, fifth), rebounding (7.8 rpg, seventh) and scoring (12.7 ppg, eighth).

Despite having one of the youngest teams in the country on a program which featured just one senior on the roster, the
Skyhawks still managed to meet program expectations throughout the 2018-19 season. The Skyhawks would post a 23-9
overall mark while finishing tied for second in the league standings with a record of 13-5. The team’s 23 wins tied for the
most wins in program history while appearing in the OVC Basketball Championship title contest for the seventh time in the
last nine seasons. Highlighting the season was the emergence of senior Emanye Robertson who put the finishing touches
on her career with an All-OVC first team and OVC Defense Player of the Year selection. Meanwhile, sophomore Chelsey
Perry earned All-OVC second team honors while freshman Brittni Moore was selected to the OVC All-Newcomer squad.

McMillan saw the Skyhawks return to the postseason for the seventh time in his tenure in 2017-18 with another appearance
in the Women's NIT. The Skyhawks would ultimately post a 19-15 overall mark while notching a 13-5 mark in league play
to earn the No. 2 seed in the OVC Basketball Championship - where the squad advanced to the tournament finals before
falling to No. 22 ranked Belmont in overtime. With the league’s automatic bid to the Women'’s NIT, the Skyhawks would
travel to Indiana where they fell to the eventual tournament champions.
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Faced with one of the youngest rosters in the nation - boasting just four returners and an abundance of key injuries
- the Skyhawks' 2016-17 campaign was a year of highs and lows. UT Martin would post a 12-19 overall record while
finishing 8-8 in league play - earning the No. 4 seed in the OVC Basketball Championship before ultimately falling in the
tournament semifinals. While the season failed to meet expectations, the squad found growth as three Skyhawks earned
All-0VC honors. Spray highlighted the season by becoming just the program’s third OVC Freshman of the Year while joining
Feldhaus and Mason on the All-OVC second team.

The Skyhawks found success once again during the 2015-16 season, notching the program’s eighth 20-win season after
finishing with a 22-10 overall record and a 14-2 league mark despite playing with just seven healthy scholarship players
for much of the year. The Skyhawks notched their third consecutive regular season title, ranking as the third program in
conference history and first since 1993. After winning the season championship, the Skyhawks clinched their sixth straight
postseason berth, earning a berth in the Women'’s NIT where they advanced to the second round before falling to Western
Kentucky after defeating Memphis - notching the program’s first postseason victory since 1999. With the squad’s success,
McMillan notched his second straight OVC Coach of the Year award - marking just the second time in league history that a
coach has won the award in back-to-back seasons.

The 2014-15 season kept with the theme of several program firsts within McMillan's tenure while the squad’s 22-11
overall record marked the program’s seventh 20-win season. UT Martin notched yet another piece of OVC history after
becoming just the sixth team in league history to finish the conference season with an unblemished record and just the
second to finish 16-0. With the perfect conference record, the Skyhawks clinched their third OVC season title in the last four
years while posting a league record of 46-2 during the stretch. The season also served as the fifth consecutive postseason
appearance for the Skyhawks after earning an invitation to the Women's National Invitational Tournament against Ole Miss.

McMillan’s 2013-14 squad recorded its sixth OVC championship during a four-year period with both a regular season and
tournament championship. The McMillan led Skyhawks set new program records in victories with 24, while setting a new
single season scoring record with 2,681 points en route to receiving the program’s first votes in the USA TODAY Sports Top
25 Coaches’ Poll and a near upset in the NCAA Tournament against No. 7 North Carolina.

The Skyhawks were led by the play of two premier senior guards in Heather Butler and Jasmine Newsome. Butler finished
her career as UT Martin and the OVC's all-time leading scorer with 2,865 career points after being named the league’s
Player of the Year. Butler finished tied for 16th on the NCAA's all-time scoring list while scoring in double figures every
game of her career, spanning 129 games and ranking fifth all-time. She also left the Skyhawks as the best three-point
shooter in NCAA history after tying the career three-pointers record with 392.

Joining Butler with postseason accolades was the highly decorated Newsome. Newsome notched her third OVC Defensive
Player of the Year honor while finishing her Skyhawk career as the school and league’s second all-time leading scorer -
second to Butler - with 2,566 career points. The two-time OVC Player of the Year was also named All-Mid Major Player of
the Year and Mid Major All-American by College Sports Madness.

In his fourth year, the Skyhawks notched their third consecutive OVC Tournament championship during the 2012-13
season, downing No. 2 seed Tennessee Tech 87-80 in overtime on March 9, 2013. With the victory, UT Martin would advance
to their third straight trip to the NCAA Tournament, to take on the Notre Dame Fighting Irish. The Skyhawks suffered a
97-64 setback to the eventual National Championship runner-up despite Butler scoring a tournament-best 37 points in
the contest.

In 2011-12, McMillan’s Skyhawks captured their second OVC Tournament championship in program history, downing
No. 3 seed Tennessee Tech 82-65 on March 5. With the victory, UT Martin advanced to make its second consecutive NCAA
Tournament appearance, traveling to the Horizon Center in Rosemont, Ill,, to take on the Tennessee Lady Vols. The
Skyhawks suffered a 72-49 setback to the hands of alumnus Pat Head Summitt.

Consisting of a roster of mostly West Tennessee players, the Skyhawks went 23-9 with a 15-1 OVC mark despite having a
relatively young roster which featured just one senior. The 23-win season was the second consecutive 20-win slate for the
Skyhawks while also leading the nation is scoring with 80.1 points per game. The Skyhawks were also the nation’s top team
in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.43) and sixth in assists (17.7 apg).

The 2010-11 season laid the foundation for the future, as three different Skyhawks combined to win an OVC Record 13
Freshmen of the Week honors along with the OVC Team Sportsmanship Award. McMillan’s guided the team to a second
place finish during the regular season before winning the program’s first OVC Tournament title. With the title, the Skyhawks
earned its first berth in the NCAA Tournament and played at Cameron Indoor Arena against the Duke Blue Devils.

The Skyhawks went 21-11 with a 14-4 OVC mark in 2010-11 despite having a roster that was the youngest team in America
{only two years of Division-| experience heading into the season). The 20-win season was the first since 1998-99 and fourth
20-win campaign in program history.

McMillan’s first season at UT Martin was a transformation in every sense of the work as he took over a program that had
just finished 2-27 and went winless in conference play. Under his direction the Skyhawks finished the 2010-11 season with
an overall record 11-19 while making the program’s first OVC Tournament appearance since 2006-07. McMillan took his
team all the way to the semifinals of the tournament along with being named OVC Coach of the Year and TSWA Women's
Co-Head Coach of the Year.

Prior to being named head coach of the Skyhawks on June 15, 2009, McMillan posted a decorated career as a high school
coach within the state of Tennessee. Through his 17 years in the prep ranks, the accumulated a record of 435-126 while
winning one state championships and sporting six state tournament appearances. He has had coaching stints at Gibson
County High School in Dyer (2007-09), Westview High School in Martin (1997-2005) and Millington High School in Millington
(1990-97). McMillan was twice named the Jackson Sun’s West Tennessee Coach of the Year in 2003 and 2009, while being
tabbed district Coach of the Year 10 times. He also spent two season as an assistant coach at Middle Tennessee State.

McMillan played basketball at Wake Forest for one season (1985) before transferring to Rhodes College to finish out
his career from 1986-89. At Rhodes, he was a three-time all-conference selection and in 1988 was named the Southern
Collegiate Athletic Conference Player of the Year. In only three seasons, he scored 1,372 career points and still ranks ninth
all-time at Rhodes for career points scored.

McMillan received his bachelor’s degree in math and business in 1989 from Rhodes, then completed his master’s in health
and human performance at Middle Tennessee in 2007. He has two sons, Matt and Ben, along with one daughter, Alli.
